Housing Pulse  
 
Some interesting opinions were expressed and statistics revealed during the Homeowner 
Protection Office’s housing conference last month in Vancouver. Employment specialist Kerry 
Jothen said there is a worldwide war for available trades. The shortage of skilled labour heads 
the Top 10 list in Canadian and global polls. Carpentry leads all trades in shortages. Kerry said 
construction is the single biggest contributor to B.C. employment. There will be nearly 30,000 
new job openings from now until 2026 and during that same period 30,000 more jobs will come 
available due to attrition. Multi-talented Michael Geller, who intends to run for a seat on 
Vancouver Council, said municipal regulation stifles creativity and efficiency. Perhaps he will 
play a role in rectifying that problem. Developer David Podmore said he believes we have not 
yet felt the impact of the U.S. downturn and over the next two to three years his company 
plans to build condos without first securing presales. David said builders will have to be better 
financed. He said banks are becoming more disciplined and credit is tightening. Developer 
Ward McAllister was more optimistic, saying he sees no housing bubble, and that although the 
market is moving to more balanced conditions, demand still outstrips supply. Ward said 60,000 
people are moving to B.C. this year, primarily to the Lower Mainland. Ward added banks are 
imposing tighter credit conditions on builders. He foresees unproven fringe players being 
forced out of the market. He stated emphatically that penalties should be imposed on 
municipalities which do not accept their share of growth. He also said 15% of new mortgages 
are 40-year amortizations and this share is soon expected to hit 25%. Some 60-year-old 
homebuyers are applying for the 40-year product. Ridiculousness aside, you have to admire 
the optimism. Tony Gioventu of the Condominium Homeowners’ Association of B.C. said there 
should be mandatory renewal-and-operations plans, forcing strata councils to deal more 
responsibly and efficiently with maintenance and repair. Tony also called for mandatory 
performance measures and standards for building components and compatibility. Charles King 
from Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation said Metro Vancouver home prices will 
increase 8% this year and 5% next year. Charles said demographics support a stable housing 
market. He said at the end of 2007, there was $800 billion in outstanding mortgage credit in 
Canada, reaching $1 trillion by 2010. B.C. also enjoys the lowest mortgage-arrears rate in 
Canada (0.16%). Conference content posted at www.hpo.bc.ca. 
 
 
NATIONAL UPDATE  
 



A wide variety of “green” building regulations and initiatives are affecting builders across 
Canada.  Reflecting this, the CHBA continues to examine how builders may be impacted, 
particularly in terms of increased liability and risk.  The CHBA recently developed two papers 
that look at some of the legal issues involved.  I urge members involved in green building, or 
affected by green building regulations, to read them in detail. 
The first paper addresses municipal regulation beyond Building Codes . The focus is on the 
various ways 
that green labeling initiatives can come into play, and how this can affect builder risk . 
As the paper makes clear, the risks associated with green labels vary depending on who 
decides 
that this will happen. Five different approaches are reviewed, and each one results in a 
different 
distribution of potential risk between the builder , the municipality and the green labeling 
initiative 
involved. In some cases, municipalities that mandate green labels may be violating the law. 
The second paper is Provincially-Led Green Initiatives: A Case Study . This paper 
examines 
liability, risk and legal issues surrounding provincial adoption of energy performance 
requirements in Building Codes . For the purposes of the case study, the province of British 
Columbia was used, as it has moved quickly in this area, and with a broad array of legislation. 
Again, 
there are a variety of situations where the builder or the municipality may face new and 
complex 
risks . 
As with previous materials we have sent you related to green building risks , this information 
is 
intended to assist you in making knowledgeable business decisions. Our industry is an 
environmental leader. If we are to maintain this leadership, we must be able to operate our 
businesses in a stable and predictable risk climate.
